1. GOD’S WORD INSTRUCTS IT

1 Timothy 2:1-2
I urge, then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, intercession and thanksgiving be made for all people— 2 for kings and all those in authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness.

1 Thessalonians 5:12-13
 Now we ask you, brothers and sisters, to acknowledge those who work hard among you, who care for you in the Lord and who admonish you. 13 Hold them in the highest regard in love because of their work. Live in peace with each other.

James 3:1
Not many of you should become teachers, my fellow believers, because you know that we who teach will be judged more strictly.

6. SPIRITUAL READINESS REQUIRES CONSTANT DISCIPLINE.

2 Timothy 4:2
Preach the word; be prepared in season and out of season; correct, rebuke and encourage—with great patience and careful instruction.

7. THE PASTOR IS THE CARETAKER OF THE CHURCH’S MISSION.
